Allotments Update  

Still on track for 2010 completion .  
The proposed mountain bike skills zone behind the new 
joint campus has been delayed but should still be in            
operation before the end of the year.  

An application for funding from Forestry  Commission  
Scotland  was submitted on 1st June and we retain the 
tremendous support of funders such as VIRIDOR , one 
of the UKôs leading resource and waste management 
companies, who have committed £30,000  to the     

project.  

The construction of the new school campus has delayed 

the skills zone project by restricting vehicle and plant 
access to the site.  

Local children plant for the future.  

8 local Primary and Nursery School groups helped 

increase biodiversity along the Greenlink this spring.  

The children took part in our annual Seed to Greenlink 

campaign letting them learn about wildflowers by 

growing their own in the classroom.  

Children from Braidhurst High; St Brendanôs, Calder, 

Muir St and Muirhouse Primary Schools, and infants 

from Calder and Forgewood Nurseries and Forgewood 

Annex all took part in the project which has resulted 

in dozens of Red Campion and Teasel wildflowers  

being planted outside.
